Yawkey Foundation Executives dedicate Be Ready, Be Prepared Trailer at the East Harwich Fire Station, 
made possible thanks to $25,000 donation 

 

Hyannis, Mass., May 24th, 2007  –  Recently, Executives from The Yawkey Foundation dedicated the Be Ready, 
Be Prepared Quick Response trailer, stationed at the East Harwich Fire Station, which their $25,000 donation to 
the American Red Cross, Cape Cod and Islands Chapter made possible.  



The dedication was hosted by the East Harwich Fire Station, by outgoing Fire Chief Wil Remillard and new Fire 
Chief, current Deputy William Flynn.  Present at the dedication were James Healey, President of Yawkey 
Foundations, Maureen Bleday, Executive Vice President, Programs and Operations and Judy Walden Scarafile, 
Trustee of the Yawkey Foundation. In addition, Sharon Hawkins, past president of the Chapter’s board of 
directors and Glen Beasley, Executive Director and several disaster volunteers of the American Red Cross, Lower 
Cape Zone and other staff members participated.

The mission of the Yawkey Foundation is to continue the charitable legacy of Tom and Jean 
Yawkey by making grants that provide immediate, significant, and positive impact on the quality of life of youth, 
families, and the underserved, primarily in the areas which the Yawkeys called home, New England and 
Georgetown County, South Carolina.

The Be Ready, Be Prepared campaign is aimed at expanding the capacity to shelter 10,000 people on Cape Cod 
and the Islands for 3 days. The American Red Cross, Cape Cod and Islands Chapter operations plan incorporates 
flexibility, mobility and communication to ensure that shelters can be operated at a moment’s notice, no matter 
where on Cape Cod the emergency occurs. The campaign also supports the training and equipping of 200 
additional disaster volunteers.  
 
The Cape Cod and Islands Chapter Preparedness campaign will pre-position in the 23 communities of Cape Cod, 
Martha’s Vineyard and Nantucket and its primary shelters the supplies to care for 100 people each supplemented 
by pre-positioned shelter supplies for an additional 6,000 potential evacuees. The portable Quick Response 
Modules like the one displayed in the picture can be deployed anywhere on Cape Cod, Nantucket and Martha’s 
Vineyard if a disaster event should occur.
